ANALYSING THE LIMITS

of resources. It is popular but has been criticised
substantially. An uncertainty analysis proves: the
model fulfils its purpose, that is, showing trends,

not producing precise predictions.
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The hotel Parkroyal on Pickering in Singapore contains over 15,000 square
meters of greenery. Reincorporating “wild” nature into the city is meant
to increase biodiversity and conserve natural resources. Biodiversity mon-
itoring helps to measure the impact of such projects (pp. 249,265-270).
